II. Business: 


a. Motion presented by Public Relations Officer to move $2,000 from the Cleaning 2008-2009 budget line item to utilize for Community Outreach and partnership with City Year on their upcoming events at Breed Street Elementary School and Hollenbeck Middle School. Vote was unanimous. Motion passed.

b. Quadrant 2 presented a motion to write a letter to LAPD’s Hollenbeck Division concerning the amount of transients in an around First. Officer Perez, from Hollenbeck spoke on the recent increase of homeless in Boyle Heights, he states the problem arouse when Central Division established a detail to clean up the homeless problem in their area, causing them to relocate to Boyle Heights. Officer Perez provided his cell phone number and encouraged the community to contact him whenever they see an issue related to homeless encampments or loitering. Vote was unanimous. Motion passed.

c. Jose Aguilar, Resident Representative, Quadrant 2 handed out a proposed Resolution draft and a fact sheet on reasons to oppose Prop. B, and requested BHNC to make a motion on submitting the Resolution on behalf of BHNC. No motion could be made because it was not listed on the agenda as an Official Board Action. BHNC board members asked for more time to review the documents as well as to obtain clarification from DONE if this resolution can be submitted on behalf of BHNC. Vera Del Pozo, Quadrant 2 Chair informed Jose that the Resolution had not been submitted to the Executive Board and the minutes submitted only stated him making a presentation. Vera clarified that it was an oversight on behalf of Eve Del Real, and for this reason this issue could not be motioned. President also announced that BHNC funds can not be used to pay for photocopies pertaining to Propositions, per DONE.

d. Quadrant 2 presented a motion that a letter on behalf of BHNC be written to Councilman Jose Huizar and ABC opposing the issuance of a full liquor license to El Mercado. LAPD’s Vice Officers also oppose the issuance of a full liquor license or upgrades to El Mercado. Public Comment by William Morrison, expressed his concern regarding BHNC only targeting El Mercado, suggested that BHNC not take action on this matter. Public Comment by Terry Marquez, is suggesting the motion to proceed based on the history El Mercado has had, and the lack of responsibility on behalf of owner Mr. Rosado regarding the activities occurring outside of El Mercado. She expressed concern that there are 230 liquor licenses already issued just in Boyle Heights. 8 in favor, 7 abstained, Motion pass.

e. Vice President presented motion to create an Ad-Hoc Committee to oversee all issues related to El Mercado, Second by Public Relations Officer. Vote was unanimous. Motion passed. Vice President presented a motion to nominate Vera Del Pozo as Ad-Hoc Committee Chair to oversee all issues related to El Mercado. Second by Public Relations Officer. Vote was unanimous. Motion Passed.


III. Presentations:
a. The Office of Gang Reduction and Youth Development provided a brief powerpoint presentation on their new prevention service provider program and resources available through the programs for youth and their families who reside in the identified GRYD Zones. 

b. Lester Garcia, BH Learning Collaborative Executive Director spoke on behalf of the City Year team who was on a retreat regarding their upcoming service project events to occur on February 19th at Breed Street Elementary School and on March 28th at Hollenbeck Middle School. City Year is grateful for the support rendered by BHNC but specifically for their partnership commitment.

c. Gabriela from the City’s Planning Department provided information on the various community workshops still occurring in Boyle Heights. 

d. Jeff Childers, Government & Neighborhood Relations Liaison form DWP introduced himself as our Liaison and provided his contact information. He announced that he would arrange for someone from his office to come to next month’s meeting and speak specifically on the Solar Initiative. Stated that this is a Mayor initiative and DWP takes no stand.

IV. Public Comments:

a. Jose Aviles, Director at Garcia Park is requesting funding assistance to purchase a storage container to utilize for their skate board equipment and a television. 
b. Mrs. Herrera & Mrs. Avitia, Teacher’s at Utah Street School presented a photo collage plaque to BHNC as a token of appreciation for the sponsoring of their field trip to the Junie B. Jones play.
c. Margarita Amador, presented a plaque on behalf of the Boyle Heights Dodgers for sponsoring their new uniforms. 
d. Terry Marquez commented on the City’s proposed ordinances regarding shopping carts and billboards. 
e. Francisco Ibarra expressed his interest in filling a vacancy in Quadrant 3.
f. Adrien Lopez, expressed his interest in become a member of BHNC.
