The Grievance Committee shall have fourteen (14) days to properly respond to the grievance and try to resolve the complaint. If no agreement can be made, the members must vote on it at the special meeting. The Grievance Committee could apply for mediation and dispute resolution from DONE if no agreement can be reached
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
