II. Presentations: 

a. Jason Moraga owner of Blvd. Café & Bar made a presentation regarding his request to ABC to extend his Alcohol License from 10pm to 2am Friday through Sunday. He made note that no LAPD calls to his bar have been made. 

III. Public Comment:
b. Victoria Torres expressed her concern regarding Jason’s request, sighting that there are too many Alcohol and Liquor licenses in Boyle Heights. She also noted that the previous BHNC Board had made a motion to not allow any more Alcohol & Liquor licenses. 

IV. Special Business:

a. President requested a motion to create a BHNC Grievance Committee which will address Grievance filed against BHNC. Motion was made by Public Relations Officer to create BHNC Grievance Committee and to have Vera Del Pozo Chair the Committee and Margarita Amador, Jose Aguilar and Juan Romero serve as members of this committee. Treasurer 2nd, 18 in favor, 0 opposed. 

b. President requested a motion to create a BHNC Funding Committee. Public Relations Officer motioned that a BHNC Funding Committee be created and to have Amanda Del Pozo Chair the Committee and Robie Aguila, Sylvia Delgado, and Antonio Garcia serve as members of this committee. Public Relations Officer motioned, Eddie Padilla 2nd, 18 in favor, 0 opposed. 

c. President requested a motion to create a BHNC By-Laws Committee to review and amend BHNC By-Laws. Treasurer motion that a BHNC By-Laws Committee be created and Margarita Amador to Chair the Committee and Daniel Perez, Jose Aguila, and Fanny Oliveria serve as members of this committee. Treasurer motioned, Public Relations Officer 2nd, 18 in favor, 0 Opposed.

d. Vera Del Pozo from Quadrant 2 motioned that Melissa De Rios be removed as the At-Large Representative due to her lack of participation. A letter of resignation was mailed to her via US Mail, various telephone calls have been made to her residence, and a phone call to her employer was and all were unsuccessful in reaching her. Quadrant 2 is requesting a motion to fill Melissa’s seat with Peter Romero. Public Relations Officer motioned that Melissa Del Rios be removed as At-Large Stakeholder and replace with Peter Romero. Treasurer 2nd, 16 in favor, 0 oppose. Vera Del Pozo from Quadrant 2 announced that Antonio Garcia submitted a resignation from his seat as Resident Representative because he does not live in Quadrant 2 and would like to fill the position in Quadrant 1 as a Resident Representative. President motioned to remove Antonio Garcia from Quadrant 2 and be replace with Brittany Ponce De Leon and to have Antonio Garcia fill the Resident Representative position in Quadrant 1. Public Relations Officer 2nd, 15 in favor, 0 opposed.

e. Peter Ramos and Brittany Ponce De Leon were sworn in as new Quadrant 2 members by the President.

f. Treasurer requested a motion to pay $1,000.00 for outreach at the 4th of July Firework and Concert Show to Soledad Enrichment Action that was encumbered during the 2007-2008 budget that was owed by the prior BHNC board. 2nd by Vice-President, 16 in favor, 0 opposed. 

g. Special Event Officer provided updated information on BH Parade. Announced that meetings are held weekly and to date the expenditures are under $200.00. Next BH Parade will be held on October 30th at the Benjamin Franklin Library. 

h. Public Relations Officer motioned to forfeit the Miss & Mr. BH Pageant due to the lack of interest. To date only 3 entries have been submitted and does not feel it would be cost effective to move forward with the Pageant., 2nd by Vera Del Pozo, 17 in favor, 1 opposed. 

V. Presentations:

a. Chicano Youth Leadership was not present.

b. Carmen Zapata from Breathe California of Los Angeles County provided information on their educational program regarding Chronic Obstructive Pulmonary Disease and the affects it has on the Hispanic community. Invitation to participate in their program was extended to the Boyle Heights Community. 

c. AMCAL Multi-Housing Inc. presented a power point presentation on their various development projects and provided a brief description as to the development plans they have for the Linda Vista Hospital. Because the hospital has been declared a historic monument, much of their plans will be based around urban infill and redevelopment in order to preserve the structure. The project will consist of affordable rentals, for sales, mixed-use, mixed-income, and transit oriented. 

VI. Public Comment:

a. Manuel Aldana Sr. member of the South Central Neighborhood Council provided information and handouts on his fight pertaining to LAUSD’s accountability on education. 

b. Fernando Cruz provided information on their pilot program that would offer transportation from Boyle Heights to the Placita Olvera to view the various Dia de Los Muertos displays on November 2, 2008.

c. Terry Marquez – commented on AMCAL’s presentation and suggested that they contact the Boyle Heights Historic Society. 

d. Art Torres questioned AMCAL regarding their plans for demolition? in response to his question AMCAL has no plans for demolition. He also asked about their plans for parking? Their response was to have parking on site for all tenants. He also asked if the land had been acquired by AMCAL, their response was no, they are going through the various stages which includes making a presentation to BHNC and would like to also present their plans to the Land Use Committee.

e. Terry Marquez- spoke on the need for a smart crossing light for the cross walk across 4th St., adjacent to Fickett St, crossing from or to Roosevelt High School. This area is highly used by students and other pedestrians and more dangerous is after dark when used by the adult school students and sports teams using Roosevelt field to play or practice. In 2006-2007 Councilmen’s Office had said there was no money or in the CLART fund for this as it would cost over $100,000. The CLART fund can be used for this expense, we just have to request it from the Council office again. Let’s keep in mind that one million dollars has been transferred out of the CLART fund to the general City fund. Let’s not allow money to be transferred to the City fund when we need money for safety of our children at school crossings, this money is specifically for CD 14.

f. Jose Aguilar announced that the Clark Fund is available and can be utilized to cover cost such as the streetlight.

g. Joaquin Castellanos addressed his comment to the AMCAL presentation asking them to keep the building historic as well as assuring sufficient parking. 

h. Joaquin Castellanos is asking that BHNC have input as to the use of the building at 126 N. St Louis Street. His concern is that the Captain has made the decision to have that building used by the PAL program, and requested no community input. 

i. Terry Marquez announced that at the El Mercado hearing their request to grant them a Liquor license was denied. She has spoken to the owner on previous occasions regarding their need to make upgrades and repairs to El Mercado, although they have money, they have refused.

j. Art Torres, made a suggestion to AMCAL to get in contact with the Boyle Heights Historic Society, who would be of great assistance to them in their plans to renovate the hospital. 

k. Martha Cisneros requested the BHNC include in next months meeting a motion to purchase curtains for the Boyle Heights Senior Citizen center. 

l. Project Yes announced their excitement in participating in the BH Parade. They have 15 core members who serve several schools in Boyle Heights.

m. Eddie Padilla requested clarification from AMCAL as to their use of the term "affordable" and whether that was equivocal to low-income. AMCAL responded that they meant affordable to mean accessible to different income levels not just low income.  He asked about their plans for providing Social Services to the tenants, and the period of services. AMCAL plans to partner up with a non-profit to offer the Social Service component that would provide services for the minimum term required by regulations.

n. Victoria Torres cautioned BHNC on spending their funding on Boyle Heights not CD 14. 

VII. Announcements:

a. Celina Mancia from CD 14 announced the upcoming Nightmare on First Street event, and offered an invitation to everyone. She also requested BHNC participation in the upcoming Bridge Lighting Ceremony scheduled for December 6th.
