II. Public Comment: 

a. Sarai Molina – DONE Project Coordinator provided updates from DONE. Reported on the success the retreats have had conducted with other NC’s and suggested BHNC consider attending one.  Offered an invitation to all BHNC members to attend the 10/18/08 Conflict of Interest training hosted by the Greater Echo Park NC. Also reminded all BHNC members that are a requirement to receive a certificate of completion within the 1st year of being elected. 

b. Art Torres, requested to be consider to fill a vacant seat in Q3. 

c. Victoria Torres, requested to be considered to fill a vacant seat in Q3.

d. Rosalie Gurrola requested that the Boyle Heights Senior Citizen center be re-considered for future BHNC meetings. 

e. Manuel Aldana Sr. suggested and proposed that all Neighborhood Councils unite as one to create a Sub-Committee on Education so that LAUSD can be held accountable. 

f. Joaquin Castallanos expressed his concerns regarding the meeting locations and the lack of parking. He also requested to be considered to fill a seat in Q1. Would like BHNC to have more checks and balances on Public Officials. 

g. Terry Marquez suggested that elected Officials be held accountable for their departments. Shared her concern regarding the meeting location not being centralized and unsafe.

h. Edgar Enriquez expressed his appreciation to BHNC for their support in purchasing the BH Dodgers uniforms. 

i. Jose Aguilar questioned the motions and actions of items on the previous meetings minutes.

j. Yolanda Gonzalez requested the need for a 15 minute speaker time, motioned to grant request was made by Jose Aguilar, and Second by Manny Aldana Jr., 2 in favor, 16 opposed

k. Yolanda is demanding that BHNC write a letter to CD 14 requesting support in opposing the proposed Antenna being installed near the City Terrace area, but would have an impact on Boyle Heights.

l. Michael M. presented information on regarding a ballot initiative.

m. Ivannetta Bowman assured everyone that Aliso Pico Recreation center is a very safe place, and since the revitalization the crime has diminished tremendously. 

n. Yvonne Kilgore also assured everyone their safety at Aliso Pico Recreation Center is not in jeopardy. 

o. Joe Cabrera introduced the Voice newspaper and offered the newspaper as a form of outreaching. Also is requesting that the meetings be held at the Boyle Heights Senior Citizen center, due to the safety issues and parking availability
III.    Reports:

a. Treasurer distributed copies of the 1st Quarter (July to September 2008) report submitted to DONE. Manny informed Amanda that all documents are to be distributed to all BHNC members and the stakeholders present and referred her to review page 10 of BHNC By-Laws for further clarification.

b. Treasurer requested a motion to pay the outstanding invoices for Temporary Staffing services provided by AppleOne Employment Services for the period of May –September 5, 2008. 18 in favor, 0 opposed. 

c. Juan informed BHNC that 2 Grievances filed by Yolanda Gonzalez and Terry Marquez have been filed with DONE, however because we do not have a Grievance Committee as stated in our By-Laws a letter of Acknowledgement has been sent to inform them of the process. 

d. Special Events Officer provided information on upcoming BH parade and Pageant. Distributed entry forms and suggested that we all assist with the outreach. Informed that next BH Parade and Pageant meeting will be on October 1, 2008 at Aliso Pico MPCC located at 1505 E. First Street at 6:00pm.  

   IV.     Special Presentation

a. White Memorial Hospital provided information on the services available to the community. They offer various social service programs as well as medical services. 

b. L.A. County USC Medical Center extended an invitation to the community to their grand opening of the new hospital on Sunday, October 4, 2008.

c. North East Trees extended an invitation to the community for their Community Beautification Project at William Mead Homes on October 11, 2008. Although this is a CD 1 event, they have plans to bring their services to CD 14.

d. Ricardo Hernandez invited the community to their free ESL classes at Pueblo Del Sol.

   V.      Board Member Comments

a. Jose Aguilar from Q2 is requesting that members not attending meetings in Q3 & Q4 respectfully submit their resignation in order to fill seats with members that can address the community concerns. 

b. Manny Aldana requested business cards in order to conduct outreach. Is recommending that we create a LADWP Oversight Committee.
