II. Presentations: 

a. Barbara Burns from MTA provided updates on the various safety trainings that have been offered to the local schools, recreation facilities pertaining to the Gold Line. They will now focus on providing safety training to the community and will be offering them at various times and dates. Notices of trainings will be done in newspaper ads as well as flyer distribution. MTA is offering a special training for BHNC on December 3rd at the Benjamin Franklin Library. 3 months prior and after the start of operation of the Gold line, Safety Ambassador’s will be observing the community on their use of the Gold Line. Eddie Padilla asked if coupons for low income families would be available for Gold Line passes.

b. Mario Juarez from the BH Social Security office provided information on services that can be accessed via the internet. He also reported their new office location and hours of operation.

c. Sarai Molina from DONE informed BHNC of their requirement to fulfill their Ethics training within a year of being elected. Training can be completed on line. Announced the Bring Your Own By Laws training on December 3rd where updates on changes being proposed to NC’s By-Laws. Reminded BHNC of the opportunity of her hosting a Board Orientation.  

III. Business:
a. AMCAL Multi-Housing Inc. requested a letter of support from 

BHNC to include as part of their funding request for the proposed Linda Vista Hospital. Jose Aguilar  Q2 reported that he had received information regarding the owner and ELA Task Force being in litigation related to this site. AMCAL reported that the litigation case was against the owner of Linda Vista Hospital and ELA Task Force. AMCAL has opened escrow with Cal. Funding and has site control. AMCAL is only asking for BHNC to support the idea, they have received support from the CRA, CD 14 and the Housing Department. Vera Del Pozo-Q2 requested that Jose provide documentation regarding his findings. Eddie Padilla-Q1 presented a motion, Jose Aguilar- Q2 requested that item be tabled in order to obtain copy of lawsuit, Manny Aldana-Q4, second. Terry Marquez-Stakeholder called point of order, informed that this is the 3rd or 4th project being proposed in Boyle Height who needs more affordable housing and this item was presented last month and she does not feel that the developer should be given the run around. Lester Garcia –Q1 requested that this project be embedded to the community first and obtain community input. Eddie Padilla-Q1 requested that AMCAL outreach to the community and hold community meetings keeping the informed of the entire redevelopment process.12 in favor of not tabling motion, 7 opposed. Public Relations Officer motioned that BHNC write letter of support to AMCAL for the Linda Vista Hospital redevelopment project. Second by Vera Del Pozo-Q2. 13 in favor 2 opposed.

b. Special Events Officer provided the final logistics on the BH Multicultural Parade. President announced that budget for the parade was cut by 50% from last year, and expenditures for this year will are projected to be under $8,000.

c. Public Relations Officer announced BHNC’s role in the upcoming 4th Street Bridge Lighting ceremony. Public Relations motioned to move $500.00 from the Youth line item budget to utilize for additional giveaways at the Bridge Lighting ceremony. Second by Brittany Ponce De Leon-Q2. Manny Aldana-Q4 noted that motion could not take place because it was not included on the agenda as a motion item. Motion was withdrawn by Public Relations Officer.

IV. Board Member Comments:

a. Manny Aldana Jr. –Q4 requested that recruitment to fill vacancies in Q4 be done and to add Comite Esperanza to next moth’s agenda .
V. Public Comment:

a. Armando Herman CD14 Constituent spoke on issues related to AMCAL’s proposed redevelopment project and its high density being a possible concern to Boyle Heights. He also shared  his concern regarding the parade route change. 

b. Ramon Rangel resident spoke about his concern regarding the closing of 4th street for the parade route and the need for BHNC to provide sufficient notification to the residents who live along the parade route advising them that their vehicles are subject to towing if not removed within the time required. 

c.  William Morrison shared his interest  in participating in the BH parade.  

d. Eddie Padilla announced the upcoming performances of Tamales de Puerco at Casa 0101.

e. George Cabrera Jr. from the Voice announced Eastside Bike club’s collaboration with the youth from Ramona Gardens. Jose Aguilar also offered newspaper deliver to agencies who would like to make the Voice newspaper available for their patrons.

f. Rosalie Gurrola passed on her public comment. 

g. Gumaro Oviedo from Comite Esperanza provided an overview of the proposed demolition and rebuilt of Wyvernwood Apartments. At the community forum hosted by CD 14 Councilman Jose Huizar heard and saw first hand the opposition the residents had against this project. He also asked when Quadrant 4 will meet, so they can also make a request to them for support. 

h. Terry Marquez does not understand what the residents of Wyvernwood want. 

i. Vannessa Sanchez & Adder Argueta from the East Los Angeles Occupational Center offered information on their vocational opportunities for the community. 

j. Clara Stopani and Alice Gonzalez from Roosevelt High School Soccer Team need financial support for the girls soccer team, their need is approximately $6,000.


k. Manuel Aldana Jr. spoke on his concern regarding K-5 He wants support to have K-6 reinstated into LAUSD. The one year jump to Middle school really affects the kids academically. He has spoken with Monica Garcia’s office on many occasions who shows little or no interest in considering the matter. 

l. Meg Bayley, Alyssa Alonzo & Jimmy Doung from City Year extended an invitation to BHNC members and stakeholders present to their upcoming Opening Ceremonies at Breed Street Elementary school on November 25t and Hollenbeck Middle School on November 20, 2008.

m. Yolanda Gonzalez from Wabash Unidos concerned that El Mercado was not an item of business on this agenda. She also reminded BHNC and stakeholders present of the upcoming Public hearing on the El Mercado’s request for a full liquor license December 10th at Ramona Hall. Her concerns is that Jose Huizar is supporting this request. Jose Aguilar asked what Gloria Molina’s position was in this matter and she stated Gloria Molina is not supporting El Mercado’s request. 

n. Leonardo Lopez from Comite Esperanza is asking that they be included in the agenda for next month’s meeting. 

o. Martha Cisneros is requesting that a motion to purchase curtains for the BH Sr. Citizen Center be include on next month’s agenda. 

p. Zuma Dogg candidate for the upcoming Mayor’s race spoke on his outlook of the various redevelopment projects involving CRA, which are projected to cost billions.
