BOYLE HEIGHTS NEIGHBORHOOD COUNCIL
RESOLUTION REGARDING PROPOSITION B ON THE MARCH 3, 2009 BALLOT

WHEREAS the City Charter and the Neighborhood Council/DWP Memorandum of Understanding provide that the Neighborhood Councils receive timely information so that they may provide comment and input to the City Council, City Committees and Commission before decisions are made; and, 

WHEREAS in order that the solar measure were ensured immediate placement on the ballot, the DWP Commission and Community were bypassed and the measure was sent directly to the City council who unanimously voted its approval; and,
WHEAREAS it is the policy of the City and DWP to have competitive bidding on major projects, Prop. B give DWP union employees exclusive rights which will result in higher labor costs as their wages are the highest in the nation; and,

WHEREAS Pop B was named Solar Energy/Good Jobs, the voter’s attention will be focused on the importance of solar and the voter will not read that the only workers will be DWP union members; and, 

WHEREAS the City Charter was changed to simple majority to ensure passage of Prop B; and, should the measure pass, this multi-billion dollar action will increase rates and the rates will be further compounded with the addition to the Comprehensive Solar Plan; and, 

WHEREAS the Boyle Heights Neighborhood Council strongly supports green power and sustainable energy, it deplores the process used by the City to place Proposition B on the ballot, the end run on private enterprise, the exclusion of other trade unions and the insufficient solar produce because of costly wages and the exclusion of 40 MW by LAUSD.
THEREFORE, BE RESOLVED that the Boyle Heights Neighborhood Council opposes Proposition B which will be placed on the March 3, 2009 ballot. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Boyle Heights Neighborhood Council  will provide the City with a Community Impact Statement.
