The Boyle Heights Neighborhood Council (BHNC) does not support the application for case # ZA 2008-4578 (CU) submitted by Ryan Jacob, LLC and Two Thumbs, LLC for operation of an indoor swap meet at 1500 South Evergreen Avenue. 
The Boyle Heights community is currently facing concerns with the rise of illegal street vendors. Swap meets have had a history of making little or no effort to regulate and enforce health and safety issues. Items that are illegal are being sold with no regard on the impact it will bare on consumers, such as candy and toys containing lead, prescription medications, illegal copies of movies and music, and the counterfeit of designer brands. 

The creation of an indoor Swap meet is something that will add majors concerns of health and safety to our community.
