Process for Reconsideration - An official vote or action of the Board may be reconsidered upon request as follow: a.) If approved by majority vote of the Board, the Board may immediately rehear the matter and take action.  b.) A motion for reconsideration may only be made by a Board member who previously voted on the prevailing side of the original action or decision taken.


Grievance Process: Per Article XIII of the BHNC By-Laws any person or group adversely affected by the decisions of policy of the BHNC may file a grievance. The Grievance Committee shall have fourteen (14) days to properly respond to the grievance and try to resolve the complaint. If no agreement can be made, the members must vote on it at the special meeting. The Grievance Committee could apply for mediation and dispute resolution from DONE if no agreement can be reached
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
