Pageant:

a. Parade will be promoted by 107.7. Motioned by Fanny Oliveira, second by Margarita Amador

b. Discussed and established sub-committee for Mr. & Miss Boyle Heights. Nominated Evangelina Del Real and Diana Del Pozo-Mora to Co-Chair sub-committee. Motioned by Fanny Oliveira, second by Sal Martinez

c. No pageant entries have been received as of this meeting. 

d. Evangelina provided an update on Judges for the Pageant, as of this meeting, the owner of Las Flautas restaurant has confirmed, invitations were made to Jose Huizar and or Rachel Huizar, former Principal of Roosevelt High School Mr. Ronquillo. 

e. Question was raised by Evangelina regarding submitting Pageant entries by previous court members. Fanny suggested that the decision would be left to the judges, various considerations will be taken into account, starting with the number of entries.

d. Fanny Oliveria requested a motion to determine an entry submitted by a Political party. Motion was made by Margarita Amador and Second by Sal Martinez, to prohibit Special Interest groups and/or political candidates not holding elected office from participating on the parade.  

e. Abigail Ramirez, from the Mayor’s office offered to assist with color copies 

f. Juan Romero announced that 4 large banners promoting the parade will be hung on 4 major streets.

g. Sal Martinez, reported on behalf of Hollenbeck Police their full support and participation. Captain Chow and Chief Diaz will be participating on the parade route, representing LAPD as well as assisting with security throughout the parade route. 

h. Olga Arroyo, from MTA has secured an in-kind donation of waters, and photocopies through MTA.

i. Nate Hayward has confirmed 17 Volunteers through City Year to assist the day of the parade. 

j. Jennifer Martinez from CD14 requested an estimated # of party rental items needed for the parade in order to confirm order. 

k. Fanny presented 4 pieces of art work from 3 artist to be used for this year’s parade. Votes were taken from all present and a selection was done. Fanny abstained from voting because one of the artist is her sister.
