f. Fanny Arroyo motion to approve $300 payment to Roosevelt High School for . their  entertainment contribution of multiple school units on the parade.  Motion was seconded by Mr. Dick James.

g.  Juan Romero moved for approval of purchase of American flags to pass out at parade not to exceed $500.  Fanny Oliveira seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

h. Jennifer Martinez from CD 14 confirmed producing 1500 flyers and working on 2,000 more and posters for the parade and volunteered to coordinate along with the Public Relations Officer an outreach day along the major streets of the route and providing continental breakfast.
