II. 
Public Comments

Terry Marquez expressed concerns regarding Quadrant 3 not holding meetings. Expressed concerns regarding vacancies and not recruiting to fill them. Questioned whether those who ran for a position during the BHNC election but did not get elected can they or are they eligible to fill those vacant seats? Questioned whether Quadrant 3 will have $6,000 allocated for 2008/2009, since they had $3,000 unspent from 2007/2008?

Rosalie Gurrola expressed her support for the 2008/2009 budget. Rosalie attended the Special Meeting on August 12, 2008 and was part of the budget allocation process. Recommended that the Parade continue to honor Veteran’s.

a. Treasurer Amanda Del Pozo informed that $34,448.49 from 2007/2008 budget was rolled over to 2008/2009.

c. Lester Garcia, Quadrant 1 At-Large Representative motioned to approve the budget for 2008/2009 as presented of $85,448.49 and to submit to DONE. Motion was 2nd by Henry Perez, Quadrant 4 At-Large Representative. 18 in favor, 0 Opposed.

Vi.        Board Member Comments

Eddie Padilla, Quadrant 1 Resident Representative expressed concern with amount allocated for Outreach. Outreach has been BHNC biggest problem and would like to form or be involved in an Outreach Committee. 

Fanny Oliveira, Special Events Officer motioned to add the creation of a Special Committee to begin the planning of the Boyle Heights Parade.

Jose Aguilar – concern that BHNC will utilize funding for steam cleaning and the Evergreen jogging path, when CD 14 has over a 1 million dollar budget for such amenities, and would rather utilize those funds to help fund the Music School. Suggested that meetings be held at Evergreen Sr. Citizen Center. 

Vera Del-Pozo, Quadrant 1 Resident Representative, questioned how the BH Parade became a BHNC project and not CD 14?

Juan Romero, President would like to limit errors on Parade planning and maximize resources and develop partnerships.

 Lester Garcia, Quadrant 1 At-Large Stakeholder suggested that Public
